History of the Institute :




Sardar Vallabhbhai Patel Post Graduate Institute of Paediatrics (Sishubhawan), Cuttack, Orissa is based on manifold historic backgrounds situated on the bank of river Kathjori amidst the lush greenery. This palacial building was the center of administration during Mugul, Maratha and British regime from 1568 A.D. till independence. After independence this building was known as “Rajbhawan” where Governor of Orissa used to stay. This building has witnessed the Instrument of Accession where the small princely States of Orissa were amalgamated in to State of Orissa in presence  the then Deputy Prime Minister of India Sardar Vallavbhai Patel.

In 1961 when Rajbhawan was shifted from Cuttack to Bhubaneswar the then Hon’ble Governor of Orissa Mr. Y.N. Suthankar generously donated this building to Indian Redcross Society to start a Children’s Hospital. Redcross Society started the hospital with the name “Institute of Paediatric and Child Health”. In 1966 State Government took over this hospital to start independent institute of National Level for P.G. Study. In the beginning, the Institute started with 50 beds which has been increased in phased manner and is functioning with 200 beds since 1987 and the Institute is named as Sardar Vallavbhai Patel Post Graduate Institute of Paediatrics. Now, after completion of Japanese Grant-in-Aid project and Central Government assisted Sakhigopal Project, the Institute will have 356 beds which includes 40 beds of Paediatric Surgery, 33 ICU beds, and 94 Newborn beds.

Total Area :

The total land area of the Institute at present about is about 23 acres which includes hospital buildings, staff colonies and gardens and some greenery areas.

Status :

This is a top referral center for Pediatrics in the State of Orissa in Government Sector. As regards Post Graduate Study in Pediatrics, this Institute is an extension wing of SCB Medical College, Cuttack for which the Principal of SCB Medical College is the Ex-officio Director of the Institute. 8 (eight) students are admitted to Post Graduate Course in Paediatrics each year in the name of this Institute which has been approved by Medical Council of India. Since 01.08.07 post doctoral course of M.Ch. in Paediatric Surgery has been started, which is only next to Kolkata in Eastern India. This is one of the largest Pediatric Institute in the eastern region of the country in Govt. Sector.

Location :

This is located in the bank of river Kathajodi (a tributary of river Mahanadi) just adjacent to Orissa High Court, Cuttack. The locality of the area is known as Lalbag which is situated in Chandinchowk area of Cuttack city.
